4, Push down on chair seat (C) o lock the brackets into place. Inspect front and
back of seat fo make sure the horizontal wood skirf (5} under seat (C) is net more
than 1/8" away from wood sides [A). If so, pull the back (B) and seat (C) off and reset
into brackets making sure to keep the wood skirt (S) tight agaoinst the side frames (A
Tap down on sides of the back (B] to lock it info place.

5. [Optional) Lock back (B) into place with furnished screws and cover with “Snap
Caps.”
