safety precautions

 down and secured in the down position. 
2. Test walker for stability before applying full weight to  
 hand grips. 
3. Replace tires when significantly worn or damaged. 
4. Do not have anyone push you while you are  
 seated on the walker. 
5. To fold walker, lift seat to upright position. Deploy  
 one trigger release and swing brace to closed  
 position. Repeat on the other side.
