An audible and tactile click will verify the safety device has been activated. 

Secure the needle by holding the needle and twisting the syringe 
clockwise to fully seat the needle. Remove protective needle sheath.

Lock the safety shield using either of the activation methods.

Draw up medication and administer injection using aseptic 
technique in accordance with your facility’s protocol.

Once safety shield is locked, immediately dispose of needle 
and syringe in an approved sharps container.

Open package using aseptic technique by peeling apart 
the plastic and paper tab, then remove safety needle.
